Eligibility Criteria
A Candidate is not required to be a certified teacher/educator. We are looking for adults who enjoy

working with youth and are passionate about the goals of the SOI program.

A Candidate must be dynamic, enthusiastic, engaging, and comfortable interacting with a large and
diverse group of youth.

A Candidate must be capable of providing guidance to youth who are far from home in a foreign
environment.

A Candidate is not expected to be an expert on the Polar Regions, or qualified in Zodiac operation.

A Candidate must demonstrate a passion for, and interest in, the Polar Regions; adventure; education;
and the environment.

A Candidate must demonstrate some or all of the following qualities: passion for learning; leadership
qualities and/or potential to develop these qualities; active involvement in the community.

A Candidate must understand that this is an educational expedition, not a vacation. He/she
must be committed to participate fully in all aspects of the program.

A Candidate must submit a clear Police Records Check from their local authority

A Candidate must be committed to sharing the expedition experience with his/her community.
